Rules

Read Youth Competition Guidelines: Review rules for individual competitions and the OC Fair
Guidelines at the end of this Competition Guide.

Youth may not enter in the Adult divisions.

Items are to be entered by one person except in specified divisions.

Articles must be entered in a class if one is named for the articles. “Other” classes are for articles that
do not fit in a named class by definition or description.

Entries over the limit or any items previously entered at the OC Fair will be disqualified.

All entries must have been made/collected/prepared by the exhibitor within one year of the opening
date of the OC Fair unless otherwise indicated in the description of the competition.

No entry will be accepted where an exhibitor prescribes conditions under which he/she will exhibit.
Entries with small parts or multiple objects must be secured on a sturdy base or packaged so it does
not get separated from the exhibit.

Oversized entries are subject to approval by Program Coordinator prior to entry delivery based upon
space limitations. Specify the size on the entry form.

Displays may be removed by the Program Coordinator if not appropriate for the OC Fair.

Judging & Awards

Young Adults and Junior Divisions: Placed using the Danish Judging System where each entry is
judged on how well it meets a standard rather than how it compares to other entries. Entries are judged
Blue (superior), Red (very good) or White (average) Award. There may be more than one Blue, Red or
White Award per class. All Blue Awards will compete, using the American Judging System, for cash
awards. In the Young Adult Fine Arts & Photography categories only entries receiving Blue and Red
Awards will be accepted for exhibition.
Blue Ribbon Kids (ages 5-8):  Entries are not judged and are not eligible for cash awards. All Blue
Ribbon Kids will receive a special participation ribbon.
Youth Awards: To be eligible for special awards, an entry must have won a Blue Award in the Danish
judging. In most cases the minimum amount of entries in a class must be four; however, a judge may
deem that there are too few entries in a class or division in order to choose the top awards.
Judges: Qualified judge(s) will be selected by the Program Coordinator to judge all exhibits. The
decision of the jurors is final.
Judging Criteria : Originality and creativity, workmanship and technique, level of difficulty, color and
design, finishing or presentation and appearance.
Judging Results: Results can be viewed online around the third week of the OC Fair at
www.ocfair.com/results. Please do not call for competition results.
Ribbons: Exhibitors will receive awarded ribbons on entry pickup day. Ribbons and awards will not be
mailed unless specified.
CULINARY BAKED GooDs - Ribbons for Baked Goods competitions may be picked up at any time
during the OC Fair in the Culinary Arts Promenade.
FINE ART & FINE ART PHOTOGRAPHY — Young Adult White Award recipients’ ribbons and evaluation
forms will be mailed.
Award Checks: Will be made payable to the exhibitor whose name is indicated on the entry form and
mailed within 30 days after the close of the OC Fair,
Judges and/or the Program Coordinator have the option of changing the requested category of a
submitted entry.
Classes or divisions may be combined to create an adequate judging pool.
If an entry is disqualified after judging is completed, the judge will not change the status of awards for
other entries.

Who May Enter

Some divisions are open only to Orange County residents, and some limit the number of entries and
age of entrants. Check individual division guidelines for who may enter each competition.
